o Remove the three evenly-spaced
. Phillips screws from along the rear
wall of the battery compartment.

The screws are captive to the metal
memory cover.

When replacing the battery casing,
use a spudger to re-insert the foam
cushioning behind the rear wall for
propper battery spacing.

e Lift up on L-shaped memory cover,
slide it to the right, and lift it out of
the computer.
