The	battery	is	easy	to	access
and	replace

Several	main	components	such
as	headphone	jack,	SD	card
slot,	Micro	USB	port	and
vibrator	are	soldered	to	the
motherboard.

Getting	to	the	display	requires
removing	the	front	glass	which
is	tricky	to	remove	without
damaging	it.
