Like many other remote controllers, the remote controller is powered by two batteries that are AA
batteries.
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Step 1 — Identifying the Battery Housing

e On the back bottom of the controller,
a housing holds the batteries that
are used to power the controller.
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Step 2 — Removing the Battery Cap

e Place a finger on the top of the cap
on the indent. While holding the
controller with the other hand, press
firmly towards the bottom of the
controller to loosen the cap.

@ Once the cap is loosen, simply lift
the cap out to reveal the batteries.

Step 3 — The Batteries

o Carefully pull the black tap to remove the batteries from the battery housing. When inserting new
batteries, be aware of the correct orientation.
