Phillips #00 Screwdriver (1)
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Step 1 — Bottom Propellor Blades

e Remove the two 5.0 mm Phillips #00
screws from the rotors.

e [The blades will fall off when the
screws have been removed.

To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.
