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INTRODUCTION

Use this guide to replace the rear case on your HTC One M9.

TOOLS:

SIM Card Eject Tool (1)

iFixit Opening Picks set of 6 (1)
T5 Torx Screwdriver (1)
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Step 1 — SIM Card

e Insert a SIM card eject tool or a paperclip into the small hole besides the SIM card tray, located on
the upper section of the left edge of the phone.

e Pressto eject the tray.
(@) This may require a significant amount of force.

When reinserting the SIM card, ensure that its contacts are facing to the rear side. The tapered
corner of the SIM card has to point to the outer bottom corner of the tray.
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Step 2 — MicroSD Card

e The microSD card tray is located on the upper right hand side of the phone, above the volume

buttons. To open the tray, insert a microSD card eject tool, or a paperclip, into the small hole in the
microSD card tray.

@ Then press the tool or paperclip to eject the microSD card tray.
(@) This may require a significant amount of force.

When reinserting the microSD card, ensure that it is in the correct orientation to the tray. The
electrical connectors should be inserted first, with the microSD card face up.

@ It is normal for the microSD to sit imperfectly in the tray. The microSD card is easy to reposition
within the tray.

Step 3 — Rear Case

e Using a plastic opening pick or a spudger, gently pry and remove the cover on top of the case.

o Remove the two 4 mm T5 Torx screws on the top of the case.
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Step 4

e Work a plastic opening pick around the perimeter of the device to separate the rear case from the
display assembly.

& The SIM card tray and Micro SD card tray must be removed before the back cover can be
removed.

& Be careful around the power and volume buttons, as they are fairly delicate.

& Be careful when separating the body from the display assembly, as the rear-facing camera may be
stuck to the body with adhesive.

To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.
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
