e Remove the four white caps on the bottom edge of the tablet.

@ Use a tweezer to grasp white caps.

@ The white caps are easily lost. Store them in a secure place.
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Step 3

e Use a Phillips #000 screwdriver to
remove the four 3mm screws.

Step 4

@ Use a plastic opening tool to pry the tabs on the top, left and right sides of the tablet.

@ Only the top and sides have tabs. Remove all tabs before lifting screen.
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Step 5

@ Separate the cover and the screen.

o Gently lift the screen out of the cover.
