Step 3 — Removing rubber feet and Keyboard

e Remove the two rubber feet beside battery place

@ Turn the laptop right-side up and open and insert a pry tool along the top-side keyboard until
release it

@ Release the connector to which the keyboard cable is attached, and then disconnect the keyboard
cable.
