Eclipse MTE28VGM Motherboard Replacement

The following is a replacement guide on how to properly disassemble the Eclipse MTE28VGM and
replace the mother board.
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INTRODUCTION

This guide will provide you with the necessary steps and tools required to completely disassemble
the Eclipse MTE28VGM and replace the motherboard. In order to perform any replacements,
knowledge of how to disassemble the device must be done first. Also, it is possible after
disassembly of the device for the battery to swell.

TOOLS:
JIS Driver Set (1)
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Step 1 — Motherboard

@ Using the screwdriver with the JOO bit, remove the two 4.8 mm Phillips screws.

/\ Use caution when removing the screws as they can strip easily.

Step 2

e Using the small metal pry bar, remove the bottom plastic cover.

@ Using your thumb, press down on the home button and hold the metal casing. With your other
hand hold the top plastic part of the device. At the same time slide the metal casing and the plastic
casing apart.

@ On occasion the battery can become swollen and make this process difficult. You might need to
use the spudger to push on the bottom components to assist in the separation.
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Step 3

e Using the screwdriver, remove the four 4.8 mm Phillips head JOO screws at each corner of the
motherboard.

e Remove the motherboard from the front plastic cover and screen. Replace the old motherboard
with the new motherboard.
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
