TOOLS:
Phillips #000 Screwdriver (1)

PARTS:
Rotor Guard (1)

A maximum of four guards may be replaced.
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To reassemble your device, follow these instructions in reverse order.

Step 1 — Rotor Guard

Remove the 9.1mm rotor guard
screw found directly under the rotor
blade using a Phillips 000
screwdriver.


