e Battery is located in the right side headphone housing.

Step 2 — Heat Battery Housing

e Use a heat gun with temperature set
to 140 F for about 2-3 minutes and
heat the casing where it attaches
together as seen in the picture.
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Step 3 — Remove Housing

@ After heating for about 2-3 minutes, separate the housing using a pry tool as seen in the pictures.

Step 4 — Remove/Replace Battery

@ Use a soldering iron to desolder
battery connection to remove battery
and replace with new one.
