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Step 1 — Battery

e Using the Phillips #1 screwdriver, remove the battery cover screw.

e Remove the battery cover from its hinges and set aside.

Step 2

o Lift the battery from its slot.
@ Using precision tweezers, grip the connector plug.
e Wiggle the connector plug and pull up to remove the connecting wires.

o Remove the battery from the unit and set it aside.
